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Distance: approx. 4km (1.5 hours).  
Start / Finish: Emesgate Lane Bus Stop (Bus Service 51). 
Accessibility: Mixed terrain, including some narrow gates and styles. 
Fine views across Morecambe Bay along much of the route. 
Nearest Public toilets: Near Gaskell Hall. 
Nearest Refreshments: Silverdale Hotel (Shore Road), The Blossom Bird (Emesgate Lane). 

Route: 
1. From Gaskell Hall and village centre bus stop, walk south along Emesgate Lane. 
2. Turn right at road junction and down to Lindeth Road.  
3. Continue down Lindeth Road past Jenny Browns Point. 
4. Continue along the shore past the chimney. 
5. Turn left to take the footpath (FP12) uphill to Heald Brow.   
6. The footpath comes out on Hollins Lane. 
7. Cross the road to take the lower footpath (FP4) to Wood Well.  
8. Take a left turn to the footpath towards Woodwell Lane (FP5, FP7, FP8). 
9. At the end of Woodwell Lane (FP8) you reach Lindeth Road.  
10. Turn right and follow Lindeth Road back to village centre.
